How far should a clamp be connected to a PV module?

Clamps should be connected to the module between 300 and 400 mm from
the edge of the module. This distance is from the module edge to the middle
of the clamp. *NOTE: Need two support rails below the PV module to make
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sure the Mechanical load. *NOTE: The above-described distance is from the
module edge to the middle of the clamp. 

What is a side-of-pole solar bracket?

A side-of-pole solar bracket is a mounting system used to install solar panels
on the sides of poles or posts. This type of bracket allows for easy and secure
installation, making it ideal for applications where roof or ground mount
systems are not suitable.
